Roanoke Chamber Board Meeting

August 11, 2011

Minutes

The meeting was held at the Village Inn.

Board members in attendance were: Mat Quickery, Luke Klingenberger, Tim Powell, Gale Mann, Brandon Wyss, Rich Powers. 

Luke called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. 

Luke made a motion to accept the July minutes which were emailed to the Board;  Brandon seconded the motion; a vote was taken and the minutes accepted.

Luke distributed the Treasurer’s Report.  Mat made a motion to accept the report; Luke seconded the motion; a vote was taken and the Report was accepted.

There was a discussion regarding the purchase of more tables.  However, Luke reminded the Board that the Fire Department was going to make funds available to purchase tables and chairs, so it was decided to take the money from the Fire Department and purchase more tables.

Tim reported on the Farmer’s Market.  Booth sales were up and we were going to be full this weekend.  It was noted that if more vendors wanted to come in, we could place tables at the ends of the street in front of the Fire Department vehicles.

Tim mentioned that he had been contacted by the Herald Press to purchase ad space, but after some discussion, the Board decided not to spend the money at this time.

It was brought up that there would be a running race on Sept. 10 in conjunction with the Fall Festival during the Farmer's Market.  The runners would be ending up on Main Street in front of Moose & Mollie’s.  We would need to move vendors forward into the street that morning to make room for the runners coming in.  Once all the runners were in, the tables could be moved back.

Volunteers will be needed for the Taste of Roanoke on August 20.  Set up will be after the Farmer's Market.  Luke will send out an email for volunteers to sign up.

The Chamber will sell water at their table.  We will get 15 cases of water.  Luke will get containers to hold the water and ice from the Fire Department.  Volunteers will be needed from 5-8 to sell water.  Luke will put the schedule together.

The progressive meeting for the Chamber is scheduled for August 18.  It will start at 6:00 p.m at the Emporium.  Tim will send out an announcement to all members and Huntington Chamber members.

The Board was approached by a candidate for Town Council for an endorsement.  We discussed this and decided that the Board should not take sides in town elections.  Luke made a motion to have the Board refrain from endorsing cadidates in town elections; Gale seconded the motion; a vote was taken and the motion passed.

Rich had the photos from the scholarship presentations and gave them to Mat.  Mat will send the photos and press releases to the media.

At 6:40 p.m., Mat made a motion to adjourn the meeting; Brandon seconded the motion; the meeting was adjourned.
